If someone else uses the computers, electronic devices, or Internet to bully or harm me, | will tell
my teacher or other school employee right away.

e | will not damage the computers, electronic devices, or cause problems with the computers,
electronic devices, or Internet on purpose.
| will not use the computers, electronic devices, or Internet to cheat on my schoolwork.
| will not copy anything that | see on the computers or Internet and pretend that it is my own
work.
| will keep my password secret from all other students.
| understand that the school can see everything that | do on the computers, electronic devices,
and Internet.

e | understand that the school has filters on the computers, electronic devices, and Internet, which
means | might not be able to see some information. | will not try to interfere with those filters.

e | will follow all of these rules. | will also follow any directions that my teacher or other school
employee gives me about my use of the computers, electronic devices, or the Internet.

| understand that if | break any of these rules, | may be disciplined, and | may also lose my computer,
electronic device, and Internet privileges.

Appendix A

ii) Advocates illegal or dangerous acts;

iii) Causes disruption to Leslie Public School District, its employees, contractors, or students;
iv) Advocates violence; or

v) Contains knowingly false, recklessly false, or defamatory information.
